Title I Parent Involvement Policy

Annual Title I Meeting

The Tucson Unified School District will convene an annual meeting during the fall. This
meeting will be at a convenient time, to which all families of participating children shall be
invited and encouraged to attend. This meeting can be virtual through zoom or in person to
inform families of their school’s participation under Title I and to explain the requirements and
the right of families to be involved.

Flexible Meeting Times and Locations

The Tucson Unified School District will expand participation and provide flexibility with
meeting dates, such as in the morning or evening, recorded and posted on school/district website,
and may provide, with funds provided under this part, transportation, childcare, or home visits,
related to parental involvement.

Plan for School Improvement

Parents and family members are invited to jointly develop the Integrated Action Plan with
school staff. District and school personnel will assist in the planning and implementation of
parent and family involvement services to improve student academic achievement. Employers,
business leaders, and philanthropic organizations, are invited to be a part of the committee
working on the school/district Integrated Action Plan. Through participation of diverse
representation of our families and community our school/district will develop a plan that is
unique to the needs of our student and family population.

Annual Evaluation

The Tucson Unified School District with the involvement of parents, will use multiple data
sources and conduct an annual evaluation of the content and effectiveness of this parental
involvement policy. The evaluation will include identifying barriers to greater participation by
parents in family engagement services (with particular attention to parents who are economically
disadvantaged, who are disabled, who have limited English proficiency, who have limited
literacy skills, or are of any racial or ethnic minority). The district will use the findings of the
evaluation about its parental involvement policy and services to design strategies for more
effective family engagement and revise as needed.



School Parent Compact

The school parent compact will be jointly developed with parents and family members. It will
outline how all stakeholders, the entire school staff, and students will share in the responsibility
for improved student academic achievement.

e School/classroom volunteer program to help teachers, administrators, students, and other
parents.
e Parent room or family center for volunteer work, meetings, and resources for families.

LEARNING AT HOME: Provide information and ideas to families about how to help students
at home with homework and other curriculum-related activities, decisions, and planning.

¢ Information for families on skills required for students in all subjects at each grade.

e Information on homework policies and how to monitor and discuss schoolwork at home.

e Technology training in the form of classes for using computers are offered at TUSD
Family Centers

COLLABORATING WITH THE COMMUNITY: Coordinate health and wellness services
from the community for families, students, and the school.

e Provide information for students and families on community health, cultural,
recreational, social support, and other programs or services, including services offered by
the Pascua Yaqui Education Department.

e Provide information on community activities that link to learning skills and talents,
including summer programs for students.
